The following issues were encountered during previous AAALAC site visits.

I. Physical Location
· Ensure eyewash stations are checked and recorded weekly
· Check for and dispose of all expired items (drugs/supplies/materials/feed) utilized in/on animals in both the vivarium and lab
· Ensure all secondary containers are labeled as indicated in TAMU-G-010 in both the vivarium and lab
· Ensure that all vaporizers and hoods are in date
· Vaporizers: See TAMU-G-003 for calibration requirements
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Chemical fume hoods and biological safety cabinets must be recertified each year
· Ensure F-Air or other charcoal canisters are weighed prior to each use, weights and dates are recorded on the canister, and the canister is disposed of as indicated in TAMU-G-010.
· Ensure BSL entry signage is accurate as regards to agents, type of PPE worn, and if PPE is only required when working with agents
· Contact biosafety@tamu.edu to receive an editable template for your BSL Entry Sign

II. Protocol Drift. Ensure the following is not occurring:
· Utilizing a drug/substance/procedure/room/species for which you are not approved
· Administration of an approved drug/substance via a route for which you are not approved
· Using an analgesic post-operatively only when the protocol states that analgesia will be given both pre- and post-operatively
· Failing to administer analgesia as described in the protocol
· Failure to perform survival surgery aseptically, unless otherwise approved on the protocol
· Singly housing animals for research purposes when not approved on the protocol
· Participation by non-approved personnel in activities with live animals

III. Methods for correcting non-compliance issues BEFORE the AAALAC site visit
· Return to drugs/substances, routes, procedures, etc. as described in the protocol; OR
· File an amendment to modify the protocol to address the use of new drugs/substances, administration routes, procedures, species, or locations.
· File a personnel change request form (PCR) form to add additional personnel
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
